INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT, between ______________ (hereinafter "the Corporation") and _____________________ (hereinafter the "Independent Contractor").

RETAINER. The Corporation agrees to retain the services of the Independent Contractor, and the Independent Contractor agrees to serve the Corporation upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth.

Either party may terminate this Agreement by providing the other party written notification at least 30 days prior to the ending date.  Such notification shall not be required in cases where the Agreement is being terminated by one of the parties on account of a substantial breach by the other party in the performance of its duties as required herein.

TERM.  This Agreement shall become effective on the date that the last of the two parties has executed this document with their signature or the signature of a duly authorized agent ("Commencement Date"). It shall remain in effect until it is terminated. Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time and for any reason by providing written notice to the other. Should this agreement be terminated by either party, Independent Contractor agrees that the payment in full for all amounts owed up to the date of termination shall fully satisfy all claims against the Corporation under this Agreement.

All such requests shall be in writing (email is permissible). When making such a request the Corporation shall be specific as to the nature and scope of the task that it wants performed. The Consultant shall seek clarification from the Corporation if any aspect of the request is not clear to him, or, when performing the task, if additional information is needed..

TIME REQUIREMENTS. The Independent Contractor shall devote sufficient time to its duties under this Agreement as may be necessary and shall periodically, or at any time upon the request of the Corporation, submit data as requested.

COMPENSATION.  The Corporation shall pay to the Independent Contractor a fee in the amount of $_______ per month.  The fee shall be payable on the first day of each month.  If the Commencement Date of this Agreement falls on a day other than the first day of the month, the fee payable to the Independent Contractor for the first month shall be a pro rata portion of the monthly fee based on the number of days that Agreement was in effect for that month.  The Corporation shall not be in default on account of late payment so long as it makes the payment withing 14 days of the due date.

COMPENSATION.  The Corporation shall pay the Independent Contractor at a rate of $_______ per hour for services performed pursuant to this Agreement.  The Independent Contractor shall submit invoices to the Corporation only for work performed at the Corporation's main place of business (unless such out of office work was specifically preauthorized by the Corporation's President). The Corporation shall provide the Independent Contractor with a fixed schedule showing the days of the week and hours of the day that the Independent Contractor would normally be expected to be in attendance at the Corporation's main place of business. In determining this schedule the Corporation shall make reasonable accommodation for the articulated needs of the Independent Contractor.  The Corporation may modify this schedule from time to time.  The Independent Contractor may make reasonable temporary deviations from this schedule provided that he has given reasonable prior notification to the Corporation. To obtain a payment, the Independent Contractor must submit an invoice to the Corporation itemizing the work that is being billed for during the time period covered by such invoice.  Each invoice must show the dates and hours that the work was performed.  Corporation shall pay Independent Contractor  within ____________ business days after receiving Independent Contractor's invoice.

COMPENSATION.  For services performed pursuant to this Agreement the Corporation shall pay the Consultant at a rate of $____ per hour for services performed directly by the Independent Contractor and at a rate of $____ per hour for administrative work performed by the Independent Contractor's staff. Amounts owed shall be payable monthly. To obtain a payment, the Independent Contractor must submit an invoice to the Corporation itemizing the work that is being billed for during the time period covered by such invoice.  Each invoice must show the dates that the work was performed along with an itemized breakdown of the amount of time that was expended for each separate task. Corporation shall pay Independent Contractor within thirty (30) days after receiving Independent Contractor's invoice.

COMPENSATION. INSURANCE. Independent Contractor shall maintain insurance coverage with the following limits (on an occurrence basis) during the term of this Agreement and shall provide the Corporation with a copy of the insurance policies upon request:

Worker’s compensation for statutory limits in compliance with state and federal laws and employer’s liability with a limit of $500,000

Comprehensive general liability insurance in commercially reasonable amounts not less than an aggregate amount of $1 million for the indemnification obligation set forth herein and for bodily/personal Injury and property damage caused by its negligent acts

C.
Automobile liability, including owned, non-owned and hired automobiles with a combined single limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence and in the aggregate for claims of bodily/personal injury and property damage.

7.
INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS PROVISION. The Corporation agrees to indemnify, save and hold harmless the Independent Contractor from any and all liens, charges, demands, claims, losses, costs, judgments and liabilities of any kind and nature (except for those arising from the Independent Contractor's own negligent actions) that may arise from tortious conduct on the part of the Corporation.  The Independent Contractor agrees hereby to indemnify and hold harmless the Corporation from any and all claims which may arise out of and in the course of the performance of its duties hereunder which are the result of its negligence or otherwise tortious conduct. Any and all claims for unemployment benefits and or claims for workers' compensation benefits are hereby expressly waived by the Independent Contractor who agrees to maintain separate policies of liability, health, and accident insurance as may be necessary or required by the Corporation in connection with the performance of its duties herein.

8.
LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY. In no event shall the Corporation and the Independent Contractor, their affiliates or employees be liable to each other for any special, indirect, or consequential damages of any nature arising out of or in connection with this agreement unless the same are covered by insurance.

9.
ASSIGNMENT OR DELEGATION. Independent Contractor represents and warrants that it has sufficient resources, staff or employees to timely perform its duties outlined herein. Independent Contractor may not assign its rights or delegate or subcontract its duties under this Contract (except to its employees) unless the Corporation shall have given its prior written consent thereto, which consent shall not be unreasonably conditioned, withheld or delayed. If a subcontractor is engaged to perform services no additional compensation will be required.  

10.
SEVERABILITY. If any provisions of this Contract shall be determined by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of the Contract other than the portions determined to be invalid or unenforceable shall not be affected thereby, and each valid provision hereof shall be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.

11.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and all prior agreements and representations of the parties, whether written or oral, are merged herein and shall be of no further force or effect.  This Contract cannot be changed or modified except in writing signed by both parties.

12.
CAPTIONS. The descriptive section headings in this Contract have been inserted for convenience only and shall not be deemed to limit or otherwise affect the construction of any provisions thereof.

13. 
NO WAIVER. Failure to insist upon strict compliance with any of the terms, covenants, and conditions hereof shall not be deemed a waiver of such terms, covenants, or conditions, nor shall any waiver or relinquishment of any right or power hereunder at any one time or more times be deemed a waiver or relinquishment of such right or power at any other time or times.

14.
COMPLIANCE WITH ALL LAWS/GOVERNMENT ORDERS. The Independent Contractor shall comply at all times with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and executive orders of the federal, state, and local government, now existing or hereinafter in effect, which may in any manner affect the performance of this Contract.

15.
RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PARTIES. The Independent Contractor is retained by the Corporation only for the purposes and to the extent set forth in this Agreement, and his relation to the Corporation shall, during the period or periods of his services hereunder, be that of an Independent Contractor. The Corporation shall provide for the convenience of the Independent Contractor a desk and telephone at its place of business but the Independent Contractor shall not be required to use them. The Independent Contractor shall have no fix hours of work but shall be expected to complete the tasks assigned by the Corporation.  The Corporation shall not supervise the Independent Contractor's work but shall judge that work based on the following factors: accomplishment of the tasks assigned by the Corporation; the quality of the work; and, the meeting of any Corporation imposed time deadlines. The Corporation understands that the Independent Contractor may, from time to time, have additional clients. The Independent Contractor shall be free to dispose of such portion of his entire time, energy, and skill during regular business hours as he is not obligated to devote hereunder to the Corporation in such manner as he sees fit and to such persons, firms, or corporations as he deems advisable. The Independent Contractor shall not be considered as having an employee status nor as being entitled to participate in any plans, arrangements, or distributions by the Corporation pertaining to or in connection with any insurance, unemployment compensation, pension, stock, bonus, profit-sharing, or similar benefits for their regular employees. 

16.
PROFESSIONAL RESPONSIBILITY. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to interfere with or otherwise affect the rendering of services by the Independent Contractor in accordance with his independent and professional judgment.

17.
NONDISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION CONCERNING BUSINESS  Independent Contractor will not at any time, in any fashion, form, or manner, either directly or indirectly divulge, disclose, or communicate to any person, firm, or corporation in any manner whatsoever any information of any kind, nature, or description concerning any matters affecting or relating to the business of Corporation, including, without limitation, the names of any its customers, the prices it obtains or has obtained, or at which it sells or has sold its housing, or any other information concerning the business of Corporation, its manner of operation, or its plans, processes, or other date of any kind, nature, or description without regard to whether any or all of the foregoing matters would be deemed confidential, material, or important. The parties hereby stipulate that, as between them, the foregoing matters are important, material, and confidential, and gravely affect the effective and successful conduct of the business of Corporation, and its good will, and that any breach of the terms of this section is a material breach of this agreement.

18.
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR’S COMMITMENTS BINDING ON CORPORATION ONLY WHEN PROPERLY AUTHORIZED.  Independent Contractor shall not have the right to make any contracts or other commitments for or on behalf of Corporation without the express authorization of the Corporation.

19.
WAIVER OR MODIFICATION INEFFECTIVE UNLESS IN WRITING  No waiver or modification of this agreement or of any covenant, condition, or limitation herein contained shall be valid unless in writing and duly executed by the party to be charged therewith. The provisions of this paragraph may not be waived except as herein set forth.

20.
CONTRACT GOVERNED BY LAW  This agreement and performance hereunder shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Florida.

21.
BINDING EFFECT OF AGREEMENT  This agreement shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the respective parties and their respective heirs, legal representatives, successors, and assigns.
